I am the
principal member of the school, the herd manager and lead instructor.   My
name is Dawn Sandiford-Stahr.  I’ve ridden, owned, trained and taught
others about horses and ponies for  over 45 years.  My now grown children
(and I) were active in 4-H and Pony Club.  I thoroughly enjoy sharing the
knowledge and experience I’ve acquired along the way.   In the past, I was
the lead pony program instructor at Redmond Parks & Recreation’s  Far-
rel-McWhirter Park.  The Horsemanship School was founded in 1999 from
my passion for horses, children and teaching, and by my pony program
students’ desire for “more”.  My co-instructors, Cydney Adler, Susan Owen
and Lisa Cranfill have also been involved with horses and riding  since they
were children. They share  my Horsemanship School passion and are espe-
cially talented in starting beginning riders.  Cyd is also the director of our
Volunteer Program and is in charge of our bi-annual Rally Day events.  We
all hold current CHA certification.

Our equine herd consists of a twenty small, medium, large, and extra large
size ponies.  We can accommodate children from 4 years old up to small
size adults. (150 lbs.)  Our  mission is to teach  excellent
HORSEMANSHIP SKILLS;  the how and why of working  SAFELY
around these wonderful animals.  We turn out knowledgeable beginning to
intermediate level riders in both the English and Western styles.

Weekly hour long lessons are scheduled in sessions of approximately 8
weeks.  There may be a short break between sessions. Classes are made
up of 4 to 6 students of similar ages and experience.  Private lessons are
available.  Once a student is  riding with us, they have first priority to con-
tinue in an appropriate level class for each succeeding session.  If they
